Each fire hose is to be clearly marked with the following information: Type of hose, size
of hose. length of hose, manufacturer’s name or trade mark or both and month & year of
manufacture.

Length of the fire hoses supplied onboard are to be of at least 10 m and not to exceed the
following:
a. 15 m in machinery spaces
b. 20 m in other spaces and open decks
¢. 25 m for open decks on ships with a maximum breadth in excess of 30 m in
accordance with SOLAS Ch.II-2 Regulation 10.2.3.1.1.
